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Analysis

Harmony is displayed because everything flows together nicely and works as a whole. The painting is nicely balanced because the larger people, on the right, are balanced out by the smaller people on the left. Also, the drastic change from green to blue, on the left, creates a lighter feeling. All of the people and objects are in proportion to each other. The people who are far away are smaller than the people who are closer. There’s contrast in the picture because the people in the shade are a lot darker than the people in the sunlight. The gradation in the picture is used when the contrast on the people’s clothes give the person a 3-D effect. There’s a variety of different people in the park. Certain characteristics that set them apart are things like their clothes, the way they’re positioned, who they’re with, how close/far away they are, etc. I think that the lady (with the orange outfit, the orange umbrella, and the little girl by her side) has the most emphasis because she has the lightest surroundings. The darker areas around her make her stand out even more. This painting gives me a sense of unity; as if everything is exactly the way it’s supposed to be. There is also a sense of rhythm because although the people are doing separate things; they look similar as well. Most of the people are wearing the colors orange and brown. The only people wearing black are the people in the shade. I really like the composition of the picture because everything looks random. The people are scattered about all over the grass yet the ocean is pretty clear except for the few boats. As for depth, the characters look 2-D, but they do have shadow and value. Some of the characters look real, like you could touch them and others look flat and inanimate.

Description 

The name of the artist who created the artwork is René Magritte. This type of painting is called surrealism. The name of the painting is “The Rape.” This artwork was created in 1934. In 1934, the year the painting was made, U.S.S.R. (now Russia) was admitted to League of Nations and Chancellor Dollfuss of Austria is assassinated by Nazis. There are breasts, a belly, and a woman’s genital hidden by a triangular mound of pubic hair. These body parts on the outline of a head as if there were they belonged there. The “head” has short wavy hair and a long graceful neck as its support.
